When planning a trip into high country, make sure you pack some winter clothing and warm sleeping gear. 
You might be in your glory on a sunny 80ºF day, but by the time dusk rolls around you may be able to See 
your breath. Rapid temperature drops don’t always wait for nightfall either. You might start out in warm 
sunshine, and find yourself wanting to huddle by a campfire to keep warm just a few hours later. It is best to 
dress in layers. It is much easier to take a layer off when warm than warm up if under dressed.
